On-The-Ground Capacity (OTG)

On-The-Ground Capacity (OTG) refers to the Ministry of Education recognized pupil
place capacity of the school building, which may include additions, or alterations to the
school building. This figure is recognized as the operating capacity of the school. This
figure does not include portables or stand alporapaks.

Overflow Schools
An overflow school refers to the school that an overflow student has been directed to for
a specified period.

Overflow Student
Overflow student refers to a student(s) that has been directed from their home school to
an overflow school.

Portable Classroom

Partable classroom refeto a portable building installed at a school to temporarily

provide additional classroom space where there is a shortage of capadiiyple

classrooms are designed, so they may be removed once the capacity issue abates, whether
by a permanent addition to the school, another school being opened in the area, or a
reduction in student population.

School Attendance Area (also referred to as School Boundary or School Catchment)
School attendance area refers to the geographical area where the boundaries of which are
designated by board motion to provide for the educational needs of the stondkats

If a specialized program(s) is also located in the school, then students who register
in that program(s) may live outside of the school’s attendance area.
