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 In response to the Ministry of Education’s Ontario First Nation, Métis and Inuit Education Policy Framework (2007), accurate student achievement data needs to be collected to assess progress toward the goals of improving First Nation, Métis and Inuit student achievement and closing the 
gap in academic achievement and graduation rates between Indigenous and non-Indigenous 
students. 
 

Students 18 years or older and all parents/guardians of Indigenous students, have the right to voluntarily self-identify their heritage based on the three cohorts (First Nations, Métis, and Inuit).  

The identification, collection, and use of student achievement data for Indigenous students assist 
in determining the success of programs currently delivered and provide information for future decision-making surrounding program supports and services required to ensure the success of 
Indigenous students.
